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Hensarling: Washington uses ‘gimmicks’ to deceive Americans on health care

Last week in Washington,
I tried to prevent Speaker
Pelosi from adding another
$210 billion to the deficit in
her march toward social-
ized health care in America.

The House passed legis-
lation that was in her origi-
nal health care bill but was
removed and considered on
its own to disguise the real
cost of her health care plan.

This represents more of
the same budget gimmicks
Washington uses to deceive

the American people about
the true costs of legislation.

Here are a few of the other
budget and savings gim-
micks in the original govern-
ment takeover bill:

*The legislation’s $104 bil-
lion in deficit reduction pro-
jected over the next 10 years
is achieved mainly through
timing gimmicks and $72 bil-
lion in savings from extrane-
ous provisions.

*The government-run plan
does not start until 2013,

*

leaving much of'its federal
spending hidden from the
10-year budget window.

*Less than 1| percent of
the bill’s $1.05 trillion is
spent in the first three
years after the program
starts, further masking the
deficit impact.

Pelosi promises her bill
will lower health-care
costs, but a new report by
the Obama Administra-
tion found the Pelosi bill
actually increases health-

A Rainey victory in the
1946 race would have per-
haps signaled a political
shift in Texas away from the
state’s typical southern con-
servatism.

Jester’s victory en-
trenched such ideas within
the state, forcing the liberal
forces to play “catch-up” for
the next 20 to 30 years.

Jester would tragically
die during his second
term, but his even more
conservative lieutenant
governor, Allan Shivers,
would rise to the
governor’s mansion and
became perhaps the most
powerful and influential
governor in the state’s
history.

The liberal faction of
the state’s Democratic
Party would continue to
challenge conservative
hegemony, but they were
never able to truly seize
power. The conservatives
had effectively won the
“war after the war.”
